1) List major initiatives (listed in sessions 3 and 4 and add new ones)
Please note that in this methodology there are no “technical” or “product 
initiatives. All initiatives are evaluated through the same prism: do they answer 
our chosen goals and impact or metrics

2) Classify between "Jigsaw Puzzles" and "Quests"

Jigsaw puzzles: finite scope, we know more or less what needs to be  ​ ​
done, we are just understanding the order and when we will do them;

Quests: open ended projects, framed in terms of the value they will bring;

EXAMPLE

3) For Jigsaw Puzzles, let's brainstorm on:
The Laziness Principle: brainstorm on which steps make subsequent steps easier? 
Do those steps first because they reduce the effort of the whole project;

The Motivation Principle: right now, work on the hardest parts of the project that 
you have sufficient energy, motivation, or focus to tackle.

4) For quests, let's:
brainstorm on goals and next steps options;

brainstorm on their effort and what’s needed;

3) Prioritization:
User Value vs development effort: we should focus on low hanging 
fruit and a mix of quick wins and leaps, according to other factors 
(resources, strategic alignment, etc).

User Expectations: As a sanity check to evaluate if we are doing what users expect from 
us, the 2nd prioritization we should do is in terms of impact for the user (improve UX, 
improve quality of recommendations, reduce time to purchase...) vs user expectation 
(basic feature, market parity, previously promised feature...). We should focus on “must 
haves”, then “wow’s” and finally “neat’s”.
